Lesson 1: The features and purposes of computing devices:

	Information:

A Desktop device is a computer that usually sits on a desk in an office or at home.   Characteristics of a desktop computer are:

· The desktop computer usually has its peripheral components separate to the main tower (e.g. a separate monitor, keyboard, and mouse).

· Typically a desktop computer is much larger than a portable computer 

· Desktop computers are usually easier to upgrade and replace components

A portable device is a computer that is mobile (can be taken easily from one place to another). Characteristics of a portable computer are:

· A portable computer usually has its peripheral components all built into the device

· A portable computer is much smaller than a desktop computer

· Portable computers are usually not as easy to upgrade and replace components

· Some examples of a portable device are: laptop, netbook, tablet, smartphone
