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Factors that affect the choice of a system are: cost, availability, user-needs and data security.
1. Hint: having a budget means you may get lower quality components/you may need to compromise
2. Hint: free software or cheaper software may be limited
3. Hint: backup hardware, reliability of hardware, redundancy, resilience
4. Hint: backup software, automated/manual backup, online backup
5. Hint: choose a system that maintains data security – e.g. backup disks
6. Hint: choose a system that maintains data security – e.g. firewall/antivirus, backup software
